“See and Be Seen” PSA Campaign Kicks Off with

Bike Light Parade on Broadway Downtown

(PORTLAND, OR) – The City of Portland Office of Transportation, Portland State University, and Community Cycling Center (CCC) have teamed up with Lamar Advertising on a safety campaign to urge cyclists to use bike lights and motorists to look for cyclists.
